Declaration of Policy. =71t i3 “héreby, declared the policy
of the State that all Philippine citizens ‘who, become citizens of another.
‘country shall be deethed not"td have lost-their:Philippine citizenship-
under the conditions of this Act. .

SEC. 3. Retention of Philippine Citizenship. - Any provision
of law to the contrary notwithstanding, natural-born citizens of the
Philippines who have lost their Philippine citizenship by reason of their
naturalization as citizens of a foreign country are hereby deemed to
have re-acquired Philippine citizenship upon taking the following oath
of allegiance to the Republic:



“1 , solemnly swear (or affirm)
that T will suppart and defend the Constitution of the
Republic of the Philippines and obey the laws and legal
orders promulgated by the duly constituted authorities of
the Philippines; and I hereby declare that I recognize and
accept the supreme authority of the Philippines and wil
maintain true faith and allegiance thereto; and that I impose -
this obligation upon myseif volintarily without mental
resetvation or purpose of evasion'. )

Natural-born citizens of the Philippines who, after the effectivity
of this Act, become citizens of a foreign country shall retain their
Philippine citizenship upon taking the afdresaid oath,

SEC. 4, Derivative Citizenship. - The unmarried child, ‘whether
legitimate, illegitimate or adopted, below Eightm (18) years of age, of
those who re-acquire Philippine citizenship;upon effectivity of this Act -

~._8ec. 5. Civil and Political Rightsiand Liabilities. - Those who
Tetain or re-acquire Philippine  citizenshipfiinder this Act shall enjoy

SEC. 6. ‘Separability Clause. - If any section or provisioﬁ of this

SEC. 7. Repealing Clause. - Al laws, decrees, orders, rules and
regulations inconsistent with the provisions of this Act are hereby
repealed or modified accordingly.
